Bipasha Hayat (b.1971) is a New York-based contemporary Bangladeshi artist, whose diverse
practice spans drawing, painting, performance and installation.

Obtaining a B.F.A and M.F.A in Drawing & Painting from the University of Dhaka, Bangladesh, Hayat’s
artistic journey has evolved to incorporate unconventional materials such as cardboard, Muslin fabric,
welded wire-mesh, and stone, among others.

Hayat's work interrogates the 'unseen' realms of the subconscious, and sources inspiration from her
upbringing in Libya amidst the lingering echoes of Ancient Roman ruins. Bipasha weaves together
personal elements from her own memories with ancient remnants and cultures, crafting a rich tapestry
that offers a deeper understanding of human nature.

From her early explorations in abstraction to more conceptual inquiries, exemplified in her series like
Memoirs, Subconscious Texts, Embodied Memories and StoneTime. Hayat’s trajectory reflects a
continuous evolution of experimentation. Her inclination towards monochrome imbues her creations
with a sense of archaeological discovery, hinting at historical narratives and the passage of time.
